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CONSENT ORDER

Respondents are employed by \Villis Knighton Pierremont Health-Center in the Physical
Medicine and Rehabilitation Institute. Marietta Thomson was the supervisingPhysicalTherapist
and BillyHolmes was the P.T.A. designated to provide certain patient care. A complaint was
received based on reviewof patient medical records which indicated possiblebreach of supervision
and documentation requirements ofBoardrules and regulations. Respondents and their supervisor,
RonWehlander, were notified of the allegationsofnon~complianceand respondents wererequested
to participate in an informal conference with Board Member Chuck Reynolds.Executive Director
Cheryl Gaudin and Board Counsel Glenn Ducote.

FINDINGS OF FACT

Respondents acknowledge that there wasa failure to have the PhysicalTherapist "treat and
reassessthe patient and document on at least every sixth visit." The system put in place by their
employerwasnot complied with and this omissionoccurred. It appears that respondents were not
in violationwith regardto other allegedomissionsand errorsin documentation. RespondentHolmes
has been disciplinedby his employer for this omissionand anew, more rigorous, system has been
implemented to assure future compliance.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

BoardRule321A(1) (d) requires that a PhysicalTherapist "treat and reassessthe patient and
document on at least everysixth visit"when a PhysicalTherapist Assistant is carryingout a plan of
treatment. Respondents failed to meet this requirement.

. DECISION

Pursuant to the foregoingFindings of Fact and Conclusions of Law, Respondent and the
Board, by vote of quorum, agree as follows:

A. A reprimand shall be placed in the licensure file of each Respondent for their role in
failingto complywiththe supervisionanddocumentationrequirementsofBoardRule321A(1)(d)j

B. Each Respondent shall, by March I, 2003, pay to the Louisiana State Board of Physical

Therapy Examiners the sum of $200 as reimbursement for legal and administrative expenSes
incurred in this disciplinarymatter.

E. Respondents' failure to complywith any term of this Consent Order shall constitute just
cause for the suspension or revocation of Respondent's license under the auspicesof this Board, or
for any other disciplinaryaction within the statutory and regulatory authority of the Board.

F. Respondents declare that, beforesigningthisConsent Order, he/she has carefullyread this
document, understands the contents, and freelyconsents to it as valid and binding upon him/her.
They are awareof their right to a formalhearing and to representation bycounsel and he/she freely
waivesthose rights.
